A “Working Faith” Knows: 

#1. Principle: Pressure can get worse when we do everything we
are supposed to do.

#4. Principle: Trust the Word of God to come to pass exactly as
God says. 

CONVEYS THE LAW

A “Working Faith” Understands:  

#5. Principle: No matter what our need, God can handle it!

#6. Principle: In order to minister we must set aside a regular,
special time and place to spend time with God and His Word.

#7. Principle: It must be an interceding faith that cries out to
God for mercy. 

#8. Principle: Ministry is never finished. 

#9. Principle: We must always do things God’s Way. 

#10. Principle: The center of His will is our safety.

CHALLENGES THE LEADERSHIP

#11. Principle: We must judge every action and activity by God’s
Word. 

#12. Principle: We must climb the mountain God puts before us
because we know that everything God requires has good
purpose. 

#13. Principle: There is no such thing as retirement or quitting
just because our bodies are old and infirm.
